The majority of litter collected was made up of cigarette butts. Smalls shards of
glass lead to high amounts of ‘other glass'. Foil fragments, can ring pulls and
wire fragments comprised the ‘other metal’ category. The BBQ had the highest
amount of collected litter during nearly every month consistent with smokers
and eaters. High litter was identified during all months and so may be a result of
local residents behaviour.
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
